3) The
Arakawaoki Church makes training men a priority, and has a
reputation as a “sending” church because of the many
missionaries sent out around the world over the past 50 years.

Among the many blessings experienced during this trip was
El:g-ppwtunilylnrid:mcﬂuuﬂTnm (Shinkansen) o
Mizawa, where Sharos was born, and to continue further north
to Moheji where she experienced her first memories of life.
